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The International Children’s Peace Prize 2008
Some practical guidelines
Selection of the child
· Boy or a girl.

· Between 12 and 18 years old. 
· This child must have a clear history of standing up and fighting for the rights of him/herself and other children, like the right to education, housing, health care, nutrition and attention. It is important that the child has an active approach in accomplishing this goal. 
· Ability to travel abroad.

· Feeling comfortable communicating to other people.
Process
1. Any person or organisation may nominate children for review by the Expert Committee. 

2. The final date for nominating children for this years Peace Prize is August 1, 2008
3. Please send, before August 1, 2008 the data of your nominee to info@childrenspeaceprize.org (please fill in the form attached)

4. The official ceremony of the International Children’s Peace Prize will be in The Hague, the Netherlands.
Background information
The KidsRights Foundation, based in Amsterdam, the Netherlands, works in support of the world’s most vulnerable children. Children on the edge of society, such as child prostitutes, Aids orphans, child slaves and street kids. The focus is on five basic rights: education, housing, health care, nutrition and attention. KidsRights is a small organisation that is able to have a big impact on the lives of these children, by working efficiently and through a strong network. The full 100% of donations to KidsRights projects goes directly to the project of choice, because KidsRights ‘Founders’ – entrepreneurial companies and individuals – cover the modest overhead costs. 

KidsRights supports local, smaller-scale aid projects that help these children directly. In South Africa, the focus is on children who have lost their parents to aids and often are forced to survive within child-headed families. In Ukraine, our project partner aims to educate and guide orphans to survive on their own in the big and often dangerous city, after life at the boarding school. And in India for example, the emphasis is on freeing child slaves, educating and reintegrating them into society, and fighting child labour.
